7. Training Structure/Agenda:

In the scope of BSB 785 LitOUTer project, a training with children especially targeting high school
students has been conducted in a public high school in Trabzon city. The training was held in the
88th Republic Anatolian High School. This is a follow-up activity of recent training with women
community. One of the women community training participants, Mrs. Arzu which is a high school
teacher iniciatively invite LitOUTer project team to her school. This training by chance matches the
ongoing recycling project at the high school.
Young generations including high school students play important roles as agents of change in society.
We believed that providing education to the young generations will contribute to behavior change
including raising awareness and reducing marine litter in society.
A face-to-face and hybrid training was held in the high school conference hall. This training was
assisted by Mrs. Arzu and her colleague teachers. The training was participated by 546 students.
Four project team members (Fatma, Coşkun, Ertuğ, Hacer and Neira) were take part in the training.

9. Training running: *Describe how the training unfolded. Present the activity carried out with the participants and
their involvement in the activity carried out within the training. Specify the interaction between the participants, the
discussions they have, etc.

The training was held in two sessions. The first session was a face-to-face training with 9th-grade
students, while the second session was a hybrid training (face-to-face and online) with 10, 11 and
12th grade students. A total of 546 students participated in the training with due observance of the
COVID-19 pandemic health protocol.
The training was started with a presentation to provide an understanding of marine litter (sources,
impact, and solutions) starting from the school environment to the complex society for the
participants. The general structure of the training presentation were the aims of the project, the
definition of marine litter and sources, the lifetime of some of the most common materials in the
marine environment, effects of marine litter on daily activities and health problem, possible
solutions to decrease the marine litter in the environment.
During the training, participants were showing their awareness and enthusiastic by sharing their
experience on handling litter at home and school environment. Later, the presentation project
publication materials such as animation and footage of marine litter topic were showed. At the end
of the sessions, an interclass recycling competition was announced. The most dedicated class will
be rewarded.

10. Training impact: *Describe the training impact for your institutions and for the participants.

We believe that young generations including high school students play important roles as agents of
change in society. By providing education to the young generation will contribute to behavior
change including raising awareness and reducing marine litter in society. We believe that the
training was able to influence the participants in shifting behavior on a better litter handling in the
environment.

11. Training feedback: *Present participant feedback.

At the end of the session, participants were sharing their opinion related to the topic and the
training contents. Some participants share their opinion that such training will not create a big
impact on people's behavior in reducing waste in the environment. However, participants are
agreed to improve their behavior on handling litter at home and school environment. At the school
level, an interclass competition was announced to motivate students recycling effort. The most
dedicated class will be rewarded.
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12. Lessons Learned: *Describe what lessons you learned in organizing and implementing the training. Lessons learned
can be positive or negative and these will help to improve your future work quality and actions.

Various approach applications are required in building communication with children of different
ages. High school students with more independent minds can be considered as a part of problem
solutions. Thus, any opinion and suggestion related to the issue can be solutive. Any misinformation
or misconception related to the issue can be corrected through this training.
Every input and feedbacks related on marine litter problems shared by training participants are
worth to be listened by the presentator (trainer). This is important to gain trusts and drawing other
participants attentions to focus on problem solving offered by the presentator (trainer).
It is believed that two-way communication approach such as interactive discussion and sharing
eperience are more effective in drawing participants attention onto the training topics, so that we
are going to continued on this subject.
